Wasatch Community Gardens is a community-based nonprofit that has served the Salt Lake County 
community for 25 years.  Since our founding in 1989, we have provided opportunities for 
individuals to grow their own food in urban gardens.  We also provide educational opportunities to 
youth and adults.  Our mission is to empower people of all ages and incomes to grow and eat 
healthy, organic, local food.  Wasatch Community Gardens supports the growth of new and existing 
independent community gardens across the greater Salt Lake area through resources, education and 
networking opportunities. 
 
Community Events: 
Community events allow Wasatch Community Gardens to reach out and educate our community on 
mission specific topics like backyard gardening and homesteading during Urban Garden and Farm 
Week; and heirloom veggies, homegrown produce, and growing food year round at our Tomato 
Sandwich Party and Plant Sales.
